They were the first 
group to release a song about the September 11th, 911 Word Trade, and on February 15, 2003, the 
day after the US began bombing Iraq, they released the international hit, War of Terrorism.  With 
ProIntePro, their fastest selling album to date in stores now, the group is ready to bring the noise to 
your town.
