The Group

The Dope Poet Society is one of the most consistent and compelling groups ever to emerge from
Toronto’s underground Hip Hop scene. Their music is characterized by intelligent and witty
lyrics set to innovative head-nodding beats. Professor D, is the ultimate MC; able to grab any
mic, anywhere and rock any crowd over any beat, spitting from his seemingly unlimited arsenal
of lyrics, or just freestyling on any given topic. DJ Spinister cuts, scratches and mixes self
produced bangers, classics and current hits; this is the way Hip Hop is meant to be.

The Dope Poet Society has rocked virtually every venue in Toronto, they have booked tours
throughout Ontario, and across Canada. The Dope Poet Society regularly performs
internationally, including several recent trips to New York, Cuba, Trinidad and Tobago, and
Panama. Plans are currently in the works for a tour through Africa and East Asia.

Artists such as
Tupac, Nice’n’Smooth and Jay-Z were favourites among famous artists before the public, or
even record companies, knew who they were. Chuck D, one of the first people to recognize
Tupac’s talent, has rated The Dope Poet Society as the number one independent group in the
world.
